When deciding what to pray, it is better to do one devotion
faithfully than to attempt many sporadically. Here are some
suggestions to guide your family:

- Read a passage from Scripture and share your reflections.
- Pray the Stations of the Cross during Lent.

- Light an Advent wreath and reflect on Christ’s birth.

- Pray the Rosary as a family, with each member leading a decade.
- Take a family prayer walk.

Whatever your family chooses, remember the words of St. Thérése:
“What matters in life is not great deeds, but great love.”
